
Mysterious Killer
Commits Suicide When
Faced with Police
Capture
An  unknown  man  who  was
suspected  to  be  responsible  in  a
recent string of slayings committed
suicide  when  police  surrounded
him  in  a  sting  operation  last
Tuesday.  The  man,  who  has  not
been identified, was of exceptional
height (7' 6”) and reportedly had no
eyes.  He has  been connected to a
series  of  attacks  throughout  the
Bronx  over  the  past  several
months,  and  a  recent   cluster  of
strange  homicides  throughout
Brooklyn.
