
Stabbing Death 
Reminiscent of Street 
Devil
Early  this  morning,  NYPD  officers 
responding  to  a  Neighborhood  Watch 
tip  discovered  the  body  of  an 
unidentified  man  whose  murder  bears 
striking similarities to those killed by the 
serial  killer  only known  as  ‘the  Street 
Devil.’

The body was found in a small alley in 
the  Bronx.  The  murder  weapon  was 
abandoned  on  the  ground  nearby.  The 
victim  was  repeatedly  stabbed  in  the 
chest,  and  died  when  stabbed  in  the 
heart.

What  makes this  murder  striking is  its 
similarity to the series of homicides that 
plagued  the  city  last  fall.  In  both 
instances,  victims  were  stabbed 
repeatedly  in  the  chest  in  obvious 
attempts  to  reach  the  heart.  Further, 
neither  murder  seemed  particularly 
concerned  with  police  finding  their 
weapon or the body.

Area residents, however, are remarkably 
unconcerned. “If you ask me, I’d say he 
was looking to bother someone and got 
more  than  he  was  expecting,”  said 
Hannah  Rhineheart,  owner of a nearby 
7-11. “Incidents like this aside, we live 
in  a  peaceful  neighborhood,”  insisted 

Neighborhood  Watch  leader  Ross 
Lowry,  who  first  found  the  body.  “I 
don’t people to get the wrong idea.”

Police  spokesman  refused  to  comment 
on rumors that this most recent incident 
was merely a part of a trend of increased 
violence.

Wu Researcher

Sempreverde Tied to 
Growth of Lucasta 
Cults
Police  confirmed  Friday  that  the 
designer drug known as sempreverde is 
likely responsible for many of the recent 
incidents of Lucasta-related violence.

This  news  comes  amidst  a  trend  of 
increasing violence among area cultists 
obsessed with the vigilante figure.

“Persons under the influence of the drug 
frequently  suffer  from  hallucinations 
and often become extremely susceptible 
to  brainwashing”  said  sempreverde 
research Columbia University professor 
Lawrence Urik. “The so-called religious 
leaders  of  the  Lucasta  movement  take 
advantage of that fact, as well as general 
ignorance regarding the drug’s dangers, 
to recruit new followers.”

Timothy Weiss, self-proclaimed prophet 
of  Lucasta,  refutes  this  suggestion. 
“Well I certainly cannot say that none of 
us  use  the  drug.  The  Lightbringer 
definitely  emphasized  reaching  out  to 
the  people  neglected  by  society,  and 
they often have problems of their own. It 
is not fair to blame the entire movement 
for the sins of a few.”

Despite assertions of good intentions, it 
cannot  be  denied  that  followers  of  the 
Lucasta movement have proven to be a 
increasingly  serious  destabilizing  force

Massive Drug Lab 
Busted
Early  Wednesday  morning,  NYPD 
SWAT  officers  discovered  a  very 
extensive drug manufacturing operation 
based out of a Staten Island warehouse 
belonging  to  Reggie  Burns,  self-
proclaimed creator of sempreverde.

The  lab  contained  apparatus  used  to 
manufacture the methamphetamines and 
sempreverde. Officers estimate that this 
facility  was  the  largest  sempreverde 
manufacturing center in the New York 
region.

The NYPD first suspected the presence 
of a drug manufacturing operation in the 
area  while  responding  to  last  spring’s 
drug-related  violence  in  the  area, 
according to a senior detective with the 
department  who  wishes  to  remain 
anonymous. Due to the demands placed 
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on  the  department  from  ‘Devil’s 
Thursday’,  the  start-up  of  the 
Neighborhood Watch and the increasing 
wave of Lucasta-related violence, it was 
only  with  the  receipt  of  a  recent  that 
they were finally able to crack the case.

In recent weeks, sempreverde has come 
under  a  great  deal  of  scrutiny  by  the 
state of New York and the DEA due to 
its  hallucinogenic  properties  and 
rumored connections to the Lucasta cult 
movement.  Although  the  drug  is  not 
explicitly  illegal,  is  does  contain 
restricted  components,  allowing  the 
NYPD  to  continue  its  crack-down. 
Further,  its  manufacture  uses  much  of 
the  same  equipment  necessary  to 
manufacture methamphetamines.
